WINE OVERVIEW 
Bill Stoller is a reserved, thoughtful man with a 
true love for our estate - his home. An exclusive 
assemblage of our oldest sections, this Pinot Noir 
was aged in French oak for 18 months before 
spending another year and a half in bottle to 
exemplify our site, the vintage, and the legacy Bill 
has cultivated over the last 25 years.    

With only 90 cases available, the William H. Stoller 
Pinot Noir captures intensity and concentration 
in the glass. It shows bright red fruit, warm spice, 
and sandlewood on the nose. The palate is supple 
with bright red fruit and notes of black tea leaves 
carrying the finish. This wine is a true reflection of 
the thoughtfulness and reserved qualities in our 
founder and our home in the Dundee Hills.

HARVEST OVERVIEW 
2016 was a warmer than average year for the 
Willamette Valley, with a perfect deceleration of 
heat accumulation at the end of an early growing 
season that allowed a nice pace to harvest. A touch 
of rain during flowering gave the composition 
of small clusters with a higher skin to pulp ratio, 
leading to concentrated flavors and aromas, making 
2016 one of the best vintages to date.
